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ñéé.. We must, daily da y,  be willing to go REACHING 
BEYOND THE BOUNDARIES  and when doing so remember we 
have all been reminded by RI President John Kenny, that:  
THE FUTURE OF ROTARY IS IN YOUR HANDS.  
 
And in closing may I share with you the words of George 
Bernard SHAW:  

ñWe are made wise not by the recollection of our past, but by 
the responsibility for our future.òééééé.ò 
 
These were the closing words of my opening speech at our 
recent District Conference.  I would like to think that the 
focus of these words will be considered as  a guide for our 
Rotary journey.  
 
We tend to go through life doing what is most comfortable for 
us and what feels safe.  That is great.  However, how many  
opportunities are we letting slip by because we do not want to 
feel uncomfortable.  We are unwilli ng to step out and take the 
risk in order to achieve our dreams.  We should be willing to 
reach beyond the boundaries, to step outside our comfort 
zone.  
 
You know what you get, when you keep doing the same thing 
over and over but expect something different .  You keep 
getting the same thing.  I encourage you to do something 
different today and see and feel the difference.  
 
For Rotary to develop we must accept the responsibility is 
ours, the responsibility for the future of Rotary is within our 
hands and we must grasp this opportunity to develop Rotary.  
 
We have only a few short months before the end of this 
Rotary Year.  I would encourage you all to address the 
following questions:  óJust what have I done to effect change, 
to improve or to make life better for my fellow beings during 
this Rotary year?ô  Have I built goodwill and better 
friendships?  Have my actions being beneficial to all 
concerned?

Lionel McCray Memorial Trophy  

For the ñOutstanding Club of District 9600ò 

Judging takes into consideration  

1.  Above average contributions to The Rotary 
Foundation, with points given on both absolute and 
per capita bases.  

2.  Above average net membership growth, with points 
given on both absolute and per capita bases.  Bonus 
points may be awarded here to a club which has 
during the review period successfully sponsored the 
formation of a new Rotary club, or which at the time 
of submission, is actively sponsoring the formation of 
a new Rotary club.  

3.  Above  average attendance, as calculated for the 
District Attendance awards, which for 2010 will be 
based on the 12 -month review period May 2009 to 
April 2010 inclusive.  

4.  A significant club project in which more than 50% of 
the members actually took part (other t han by 
contributing money) with particular note taken of 
original or inventive projects.  Additional projects 
may be reported and taken into consideration.  

 

Furthermore, as this trophy is deemed to recognise the 

ñoutstanding club of District 9600ò, consideration will be given 

to the extent to which applicant clubs are contributing to the 

smooth operation of the district:  this will include such items 

as membership of district committees, the on - time return of 

reports both regular and specially requested and  organisation 

of and attendance at district - related functions.  
 

Heather Kinross Memorial Trophy for International 

Service  

This trophy is awarded annually for ña clubôs activities in all 

things that can advance international understanding, goodwill 

and peac e by its members becoming acquainted with people 

of other countries, their cultures, customs,  accomplishments, 

aspirations, problems ï through personal contact, travel, 

attendance at conventions, through  reading and 

correspondence and through co -operation in all club activities 

and projects that will help people in other landsò.  Note that 

all of the numerous things covered by Chapter 7 of the 

Manual of Procedure should be able to be used to guide a club 

in its nomination for this award.  

The Herrington Shie ld for the Best Bulletin  

The bulletin should be presented in an attractive and open 

layout, easy to follow and with the object of inviting members 

and their families to read it.  Judging guidelines with regard 

to content require the bulleting to include  

¶ Club information,  
¶ News about the club, its members and partners and 

about Rotary matters in District 9600, Australia and 
overseas,  

¶ Editorial or Presidentôs column, 
¶ Humour, cartoons, and  
¶ Photographs, where possible.  

 

To be considered for this award a club should forward a 

specific application including two  copies of each of its five  
best issues . This should be sent, as for all Award 

applications, to the Chairman of the Awards Committee by 5 th  

June as above.  Even if you have been sending your Bulletins 

regularly, as requested, to the DG, DGE, RDU ï please select 

the five you consider ñthe bestò and send these extra copies 

suitably annotated for consideration.  Even in cases where the 

primary d istribution is by email, or by website reference, 

hard copy is required for Award submission and judging.  

 

The Alan Ward Memorial Shield for Vocational Service  

The trophy is awarded annually to the Rotary club which has 

throughout the preceding year best e ncouraged the highest 

ideals of service in all business and professions, via the 

development or execution of projects that help members 

contribute their talents to meeting societyôs needs and the 

recognition of excellence within the community when 

contribu ting to these ideals of service.  

 

Service to Youth Award  

Clubs must demonstrate a comprehensive program of service 

to youth, primarily, but not limited to, those suggested in 

Chapter 8, ñNew Generationsò, of the Manual of Procedure.  

Eligible programs may have been in operation during any part 

of the 12 months up to the time of application.  This enables 

clubs to include as part of the application financial 

contributions, usually made at the end of a Rotary year, to 

various youth organisations.  
 

 

Other awar ds for presentation at Changeover on 26 June do 

not require specific application and these The Mike Ivess 

Club Electronic Communication Trophy  for the ñbest club 

websiteò and the three attendance awards.  This year all 

attendance awards will be available i n open competition:  the 

Kerr Cup  (winner), the Ray Black  Trophy  (runner -up) and 

the McLuckie Wheel  (third placing).  Note that the ray Black 

Trophy had previously been restricted to clubs ñwithout 

nearby makeup accessò (more than 30 km from the nearest 

Rotary club), but this is no longer relevant as many things 

besides attending another club meeting now constitute a 

makeup.

To support this strategy, RI administers a web -based 
program designed to assist Clubs and districts with identifying 
prospective members and to place relocating or former 
Rotarians in new clubs.  
 
Every Rotarian can directly support Rotaryôs membership 
growth and retention by using the membership referral and 
Rotarian relocation forms.  
The membership referral form is for Rotarians wishing to 
recommend a qualified friend, family membe r, or business 
associate as a potential candidate for membership in a Rotary 
club other than their own.  
 
Rotarians who are moving or have moved and canôt remain in 
their current club can submit the relocation form to learn 
more about clubs in their new are a.  Club secretaries and 
other club members should remind relocating club members 
to complete the form to request assistance becoming 
acquainted with clubs in their destination city.  
 
Once the forms are submitted, RI staff reviews them and 
sends valid, com plete forms to District membership chairs for 
evaluation and further action.  
 
Potential members are either directly contacted by District 
Membership chairs or referred to the appropriate club 
president for follow up.  Rotarians have been enthusiastic 
about  leads from the program.  
 
Help Rotarians learn about RIôs membership program by 
placing a banner ad on your club or on our Districtôs website 
or blog.  
 
These ads direct prospective members, relocating Rotarians 
and current members to the appropriate form on RIôs 
website.  
 
Donôt let great candidates for membership pass you by.  

Encourage club members to become familiar with Rotaryôs 
membership program to enhance your club and district 
membership efforts.
